POLO SHIRTS 
 
 
 
 
 
OXFORD SHIRTS  
 
 
 
 

 
 Long-sleeved or short-

sleeved polos:  must be 
purchased through the 
CVCA website 
 
 

 Long-sleeved or short-
sleeved oxford cloth, with 
traditional buttoned-down 
collar.   
 

 
Black, white, royal, light blue, light pink, displaying CVCA monogram 
Check website to view availability of colors for each  style and size range, as these vary 
according to adult or youth sizing 
Light color polos (white, light blue, and light pink) must be worn with a black or white crew-
neck T-shirt  
 
Available through the website but can be purchased elsewhere 
White or light blue 
Oxford  cloth:  heavy weave stay-press material  
Free of name-brand logos or lettering 
Collars are to be buttoned; top shirt button may be unbuttoned  
Shirt must be tucked in neatly with belt visible 

  
SLACKS  Uniform style slacks  Tan-khaki (all cotton or cotton/poly blend) 

Pleated or flat front 
Slit or welt pockets 
One or two rear welt pockets 
No external (patch) pockets,  no stitching that gives the appearance of patch pockets  

No rivets 
No carpenter loops 
Must adhere to business-attire standards for proper fit 
Must not be ripped, split or frayed 
Worn with a business-attire black or brown belt 

  
 
SHORTS 
 
 
 
VEST/SWEATER 
 

 
 Uniform style 

walking-length shorts  
 
 
 V-neck, monogrammed 

 
Tan-khaki (see slacks information above)  
Should maintain the look of the longer-style shorts:  not calf length 
Worn with a business-attire black or brown belt 
 
Black; monogrammed and available through the website only 
Must be worn over a uniform shirt 

  
RIB FLEECE JACKET  Monogrammed ¼ zip 

rib fleece jacket 
Black;  monogrammed and available through the website only 
Must be worn over a uniform shirt 

  
TURTLENECKS  Long-sleeved mock or 

fold-over style 
Available through the website but can be purchased elsewhere 
Black or white cotton or cotton/poly blend: no stretch 
Worn under oxfords or polos  
No sweaters or thermal underwear

  
  
SHOES  
DRESS BOOTS 

 Must have a closed toe  Leather, leather-looking, or suede  
Canvas is not permitted 
Solid black, solid gray,  solid brown, or two-tone brown in color 
No wheeled shoes 
Shoelaces must be tied 

  
SOCKS  Must be worn at all times Solid black, white or tan-khaki 

Any style sock is appropriate (i.e., footie, crew, knee length) 
  
BELTS OR SUSPENDERS  Must be worn at all times  Business-attire 

Black or brown, leather or leather-like 

  
TIES  Long or bow ties 

 
Any respectful design 

  
T-SHIRTS  Long-sleeved or  

short-sleeved crew neck 
Available through the website but can be purchased elsewhere 
Cotton or cotton/poly blend:  no stretch 
Solid black or white 
No print should  be visible through the outer shirt

 
Notes for young men:   
 
Chapel day:    Wear slacks and oxford shirts with a tie. Button your collar buttons. 
Spirit Fridays:   Wear slacks or shorts (when permitted) with a CVCA sweatshirt (purchased from the CVCA Booster Club) or an approved 
   CVCA club, group, or team shirt. No letter jackets.  Wear socks and t-shirts as outlined above.  Colorful t-shirts under   
   Spirit wear are permitted only on Fridays. 
Walking shorts: These may be worn with laced athletic shoes during the months of August-November and March-June. 
Accessories:  Young men may wear a reasonable amount of business-attire jewelry (no earrings).  Bandannas and hats are not permitted.

SKIRTS 

 
 Long-sleeved or short-

sleeved polos:  must be 
purchased through the 
CVCA website 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 Solid tan-khaki twill or 
 CVCA plaid 

 
Black, white, royal, light blue, light pink, displaying CVCA monograms 
Check website to view availability of colors for each style and size range, as these vary according 
to adult or youth sizing 
Light color polos (white, light blue, and light pink) must be worn with a black or white crew-
neck T-shirt  
If worn tucked in, a belt (black or brown, leather or leather-like)  must be visible 
 
Sizing considerations: 
Choose a loose-fitting, business-attire size 
Choose lengths that overlap slacks and skirts or can be easily tucked in 
No part of the midriff can ever be exposed 
 
Kilt or two kick pleat - purchased from Schoolbelles 
Must come to the top of the knee but may be worn longer 
 

SLACKS  Uniform style full-length 
slacks:  boot-leg or slight 
flare 

Tan-khaki (all cotton or cotton/poly blend) 
Pleated or flat front 
Slit or welt pockets 
One or two rear welt pockets 
No external (patch) pockets,  no stitching that gives the appearance of patch pockets 
No rivets 
No carpenter loops 
Must adhere to loose-fitting, business-attire standards for proper fit 
Must not be ripped, split or frayed 
Choose a business-attire rise:  avoid a noticeably low rise 

  
SHORTS 
 
 
 
VEST/SWEATER 
 

 Uniform style  
walking-length shorts  

 
 
 V-neck, monogrammed 

Tan-khaki (see all slacks information above)  
Should maintain the look of the longer-style shorts:  not calf length 
Worn with a business-attire black or brown belt if polo is tucked in 
 
Black;  monogrammed and available through the website only 
Must be worn over a uniform shirt 
Choose a loose-fitting, business-attire size

  
RIB FLEECE JACKET  Monogrammed ¼ zip 

 rib fleece jacket 
 Princess-seamed full- zip 

rib fleece jacket 

Black;  monogrammed and available through the website only 
Must be worn over a uniform shirt 

  
TURTLENECKS  Long-sleeved mock or 

fold-over style 
Available through the website but can be purchased elsewhere 
Black or white cotton or cotton/poly blend:  no stretch 
Worn under polos  
No sweaters or thermal underwear

  
SHOES   
DRESS BOOTS 

 Must have a closed toe  Leather, leather-looking, or suede   
Solid black, solid gray, solid brown, or two-toned brown in color 
No wheeled shoes 
Shoelaces must be tied 

SOCKS 
 
 
HOSE/TIGHTS 
 

 Must be worn if not 
wearing hose/tights 
 

 Must be worn if not 
wearing socks 

Choose solid black, white, or tan-khaki 
Any style sock is appropriate (i.e., footie, crew, knee length) 
 
Hosiery must be clear or solid black, white, or tan-khaki 
No fishnet or patterned hose/tights; no leggings; no footless tights 
 

BELTS   Must be worn when polo is 
tucked in 

 Cannot be worn over other 
garments 

 

Business-attire (true belt:  no ribbons, scarves, or sashes) 
Black or brown, leather or leather-like, worn in belt loops 
 

T-SHIRTS  Long-sleeved or  
short-sleeved crew neck 

Available through the website but can be purchased elsewhere 
Cotton or cotton/poly blend:  no stretch 
Solid black or white  
No print should be visible through the outer shirt

Notes for young ladies:  
 

*Ladies, please note that stretch fabrics and lace are not a part of our new standards.  No lace or stretchy material should ever be visible. 
Chapel day:    Young ladies must wear skirts. 
Spirit Fridays:   Wear slacks, a skirt, or shorts (when permitted) with a CVCA sweatshirt (purchased from the CVCA Booster Club) or an approved  
   CVCA club, group or team shirt. No letter jackets.  Wear socks and t-shirts as outlined above.  Colorful t-shirts under Spirit wear is  
   permitted. 
Walking shorts: These may be worn with laced athletic shoes during the months of August-November and March-June. 
Accessories:  Young ladies may wear a reasonable amount of business-attire jewelry.  Scarves, sashes, bandannas, and hats are not permitted.
