Academic Challenge: A high school and
middle school “quiz bowl” competition
between schools on a variety of academic
topics. Weekly practice is held during lunch
and/or after school.

Boys Basketball Club: An intramural
opportunity for young men who like to play
basketball but are not on the varsity team.
Play once a week.

Diakonos (Service Club): “Diakonos” is
Greek for “servant.” Students gather for
fellowship and encouragement to engage
in Christ-motivated ministry close to home.
Students serve in housing ministries in
Akron or with the paper recycling at CVCA.
Each year, Diakonos students and adults
serve during spring break with ministries
throughout Summit and neighboring coun-
ties. Meets with the Embrace Club during
lunch once a week.

Twice per
month, after school.

Royal Fools Improv Theater Club: Practice
each week after school and perform several
times per year.

per week after school. Audition required for
high school. No auditions for middle school.
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Ski Club: Students meet once per week
after school at Brandywine Ski Resort.

Star Wars Club: Main event is May the
4th. Also meet to watch new content and
discuss filming/life applications.

Talking Royals Speech and Debate Team:
Travels to area schools to compete through-
out the winter season. The high school team
practices 2-3 times a week after school and
competes in 10-12 Saturday tournaments.
The middle school team practices twice

a week after school and competes in 5-8
Saturday tournaments.

Ultimate Frisbee Club: Twice a week after
school, fall and spring.

Urban Agriculture Club: High school
students, staff, faculty, and families cultivate
food using sustainable homesteading and
urban agriculture practices while growing in
their appreciation for God’s creation. Enjoy
aeroponic garden activities and short/long-
term garden opportunities.
